NOVEMBER 2008 
Sun 02 DEPART LOS ANGELES OR SAN FRANCISCO .  San Francisco in the evening. 12.5 hour 

non stop flight.  Dinner and breakfast will be served on board.  Cross the International 
Dateline en route. 

 
Tue 04  ARRIVE NEW ZEALAND 

Arrive Auckland International Airport at 5:30am.  You will 
be met by a local representative then transferred to your 
accommodation.   
Your rooms may not be ready for immediate occupancy.  
Pre-registration is available to guarantee immediate 
access to rooms – See Note 2.  Luggage may be stored at 
the hotel until rooms are available. 
Remainder of morning free to rest, relax and explore.  
 
 
Late this morning have an informal meeting with the Auckland Handweavers and Spinners 
Club .  

 
This afternoon enjoy a brief sightseeing tour of Auckland including the panoramic view from 
Mt Eden , the waterfront drive and Kelly Tarlton’s Underwater World and Antarctic 
Experience  where the penguins steal the show. 

 
(D) Early evening take a ferry across the harbour to Devonport to explore the little shops and 

cafés and enjoy an early welcome dinner .  Walk back from the ferry terminal to your hotel. 
 
Your hotel is ideally situated in the heart of the downtown area and only a short walk from the 
waterfront. 
Accommodation:  Mercure Auckland Hotel   

 
Wed 05 AUCKLAND / HAMILTON / ROTORUA   
(B)                  Breakfast at your hotel. 

 
This morning enjoy a 3-hour workshop with Gitta Schrade .  Gitta is a renowned  knitwear 
designer and pattern-writer.  She now creates unique artwork in fibre, paint and photography.   

 
Afterwards drive south of Auckland to Hamilton, centre of the rich farming region of the 
Waikato.  Continue with (time permitting), a stop at a small woolcraft farm where sheep are 
specially bred for their coloured wool. Arrive Rotorua in the late afternoon.   
Your hotel is centrally located across a park from Lake Rotorua.  There are many good 
restaurants nearby for dinner on your own. 
Accommodation:  Ibis Rotorua Hotel (2 nights) 

 
Thu 06  AT ROTORUA 
(BD)  Breakfast at your hotel. 

This morning meet with local Rotorua knitters from the Creative Fibre group in the Creative 
Arts Centre.   



Visit ‘The Woodshed’ at the Agrodome then  
  2.30 pm See the Agrodome sheep show to learn about the different breeds of sheep in New 

Zealand, see sheep shearing and sheep dogs working.   
 
  3.30 pm Visit Te Puia to see Maori crafts, carving and weaving.  

Attend a 1-hour Maori weaving workshop and see 
the thermal area of geysers and boiling mud.   
Following the weaving workshop and guided tour of Te 
Puia, see the Mai Ora Maori cultural show in the 
meeting house on the marae at Te Puia.  Following the 
performance, enjoy a hangi feast before returning to 
your hotel. 

 
Fri 07  ROTORUA / CHRISTCHURCH 
(B)  Breakfast at your hotel. 

Transfer to Rotorua Airport.  Check in for your flight NZ5001 departing at 9:15am and pay 
Airport Development Tax currently NZ$5.00 per person (subject to change without notice and 
not pre-payable). 
Rotorua / Christchurch by air 
Arrive Christchurch Airport at 11:00am and board your charter coach. 
 
Enjoy a brief tour of the city before checking into your accommodation.   
 
In the afternoon visit the Wool, Yarn and Fibre Shop at the Christchurch Arts Centre which 
was the original site of the Canterbury University and now houses a number of arts and 
crafts stores.   The Arts Centre which contains many interesting arts and crafts stores is 
located an easy walk from your accommodation. 
Remainder of afternoon at leisure.   
 
Your hotel is centrally located only a short stroll from Cathedral Square in the heart of the 
city.   
Accommodation:  Ibis Christchurch Hotel (2 nights) 

 
Sat 08  AT CHRISTCHURCH   
(B)  Breakfast at your hotel. 

This morning visit Southern Alpacas Stud  at West Melton near Christchurch.  Learn about 
alpaca’s in New Zealand and have the opportunity to meet and feed some alpacas.  Also visit 
the on-site shop which features a variety of fleece, fibres and yarn as well as a variety of 
products including garments and footwear.  Southern Alpacas Stud supplies raw alpaca fibre 
as well as fine alpaca blended with silk for luxurious blends.  Raw fibre is available in a wide 
range of natural colours while alpaca/merino wool and alpaca/silk blends provide brighter 
colours.  The alpaca fibre Southern Alpacas sell for craft use has a micron of 18-26 which is 
similar to merino wool.  Morning tea included.   
 
This afternoon travel out to Lyttelton and enjoy a 3-hour seminar with Margaret Stove , 
New Zealand’s foremost exponent of superfine lace that is homespun and handknitted into 
exquisite garments and hangings using New Zealand’s finest merino wool.   
 
Evening at leisure.  There are many good restaurants near your accommodation. 

 



 
 
 
Sun 09 CHRISTCHURCH / DUNEDIN   
(B)  Breakfast at your hotel. 

Make an early start this morning.  First stop at Ashburton at the Ashford Centre.  This is 
where Ashford spinning wheels are made.  Also stop in Geraldine to visit the Tin Shed. 
Spend some time with the Timaru Fibre Club before continuing south.   
Stop at Moeraki to view the strange boulders on the beach and arrive in Dunedin late 
afternoon.   
This evening free for a possible informal meeting with group of Dunedin knitters. 
Your hotel is located a short drive from the town centre.   
Accommodation:  Cargills Hotel   

 
Mon 10 DUNEDIN / GORE / TE ANAU 
(B)  Breakfast at your hotel. 

Drive south from Dunedin with a stop first at the Milton Woollen Mills.  Then head west 
across the Southland farming country to Gore.  Local knitters from the Creative Fibre group 
are eager to welcome you here.   
Afterwards continue on to Te Anau, gateway to Fiordland National Park and start of some of 
New Zealand’s famous walking tracks such as Milford Track and Routeburn Track.   
This evening visit with a local knitting group in Te Anau.  
Your hotel is only a short walk from Te Anau Wharf and the lakefront. 
Accommodation:  Kingsgate Hotel Te Anau 

 
Tue 11  TE ANAU / MILFORD SOUND / QUEENSTOWN   
(B)  Breakfast at your hotel. 

This morning drive into Fiordland National Park, part of the Southwest New Zealand World 
Heritage Area is one of the great wilderness areas of the Southern Hemisphere.  The 
scenery is spectacular with lofty mountains and deep 
valleys carved out by Ice Age glaciers.  There are clear 
rushing streams and leaping waterfalls set in magnificent 
native rainforest.   

11.00 am On arrival at Milford Sound enjoy a cruise of the Sound 
to the Tasman Sea and return.  Seals, dolphins and 
sometimes the tiny Fiordland Crested penguins may be 
seen in the clear waters of the fiord.  Lunch not included 
but may be purchased on board. 

12.40 pm Following the cruise  retrace your steps through the 
Hollyford and Eglinton valleys, Te Anau and on to Queenstown, arriving late afternoon.   

 
Your hotel is located up a steep hill at Fernhill, a suburb of Queenstown.  A regular shuttle 
service operates to the town centre (pay direct). 
Accommodation:  Aspen on Queenstown  

(2 nights)  
 

Wed 12 AT QUEENSTOWN   
(BD)  Breakfast at your hotel. 

Enjoy this lovely alpine village nestled between the shores of Lake Wakatipu and the 
Remarkables Mountains.  Queenstown is New Zealand’s “Adventure Capital” and you can 
get any kind of adrenalin rush you want with bungy jumping, sky diving, parapenting jet 
boating and more. Or you may wish to play golf, go shopping or sample some of the great 
restaurants for which Queenstown is famous.   
This morning we will have a short tour to the nearby old gold mining village of Arrowtown.   



In the afternoon a possible meeting with Queenstown 
knitters.   
 
This evening enjoy a final farewell dinner at Skyline 
restaurant atop Bob’s Peak.  Ride the aerial gondola 
to Bob’s Peak  and enjoy a delicious six-course buffet 
dinner  while admiring the panoramic views of 
Queenstown, Lake Wakatipu and the surrounding 
mountain ranges including The Remarkables.   

 
Thu 13  QUEENSTOWN / AUCKLAND / DEPART  
(B)  Breakfast at your hotel. 

Free until time to transfer to Queenstown airport for NZ644 departing at 3:15pm.  Arrive 
Auckland at 5:00pm.  Depart Auckland in the evening and arrive San Francisco or Los 
Angeles around 10:00am the same day.
